AN ORDINANCE making provision for the support ol the government of
the City of Alexandria, Virginia, for the payment of municipal

THE CITY COUNCIL OF ALEXANDRIA HEREBY ORDAINS:

Section 1. That the Council of the City of Alexandria,
Virginia, does hereby make provision for and appropriates to the
several funds hereinafter named the several amounts required to
defray the expenditures and liabilities of the municipal corporation
for the fiscal year beginning on the first day of July, 1976 and
ending on the 30th day of June, 1977 payable from the general fund
and from any other fund created by law as follows:

The City Clerk shall have the full
text of this ordinance printed in sufficient numbers to supply
copies to meet requests. The City clerk shall note the date of
introduction and first reading, the date of publication, the date
of the public hearing, and the date of the second reading and
final passage in the minutes of the meeting. This ordinance shall
become effective January 1, 1977.
