Section 1. That Section 22-121.14, Article IV-A, Chapter 22
of The Code of the City of Alexandria, Virginia, 1963, as amended, be
and the same hereby is amended and recordained to read as follows:

Sec. 22-121.14. Parking in permit parking district.

lio person shall park a vehicle on any street except for any block
abutted solely by nonresidential property and any portion of a street
in which parking is regulated by parking meters or within a permit
parking district for more than three (3) consecutive hours during the
hours of B:00 A.M. through 5:00 P.M., Monday through Friday unless the
vehicle displays a permit issued for such vehicle as provided by this
article or at least one of the license plates, decals or permits
enumerated in subsection (a) of section 22-114.1 of this Code.

Section 2. That the title of and an informal memorandum
explaining this ordinance shall be published in a newspaper of general
circulation published in the city not later than five days following
its introduction together with a notice containing the time and place
for a public hearing. The city clerk shall have the full text of this
ordinance printed in sufficient numbers to supply coples to meet
request. The city clerk shall note the date of introduction and first
reading, the date of publication, the date of the public hearing, and
the date of the second reading and final passage in the minutes of the
meeting. This ordinance shall become effective the date of its final
passage.
